The agency had requested a hearing to review the termination of its Exclusive Representative Producer appointment by the Arbella for alleged violations of Arbella’s Brokers Agreement, section 12, which states that the, “producer shall have no authority to appoint sub-agents, or to accept business from any insurance broker, except upon written authority.” The Committee voted to direct CAR Staff to investigate the matter and gather information in an effort to determine the ownership structure of the agency and report back to the Committee within thirty days.
